Their Majesties” Fund added to its activities, three years ago, a very important form of the applied
arts which in Hellenistic and Byzantine times had flourished in this country but which remained
dormant for centuries. The workshop for tapestries of Vassiliki Pronia (Their Majesties’ Fund) is here
presenting its achievements for the first time. From its inception it has been under the direction of the
painter Yiannis Faitakis, who attended the French schools for tapestry at Aubusson and Gobelins,
under the sponsorship of Vassiliki Pronia. An experienced and well-trained staff has been working
for three years in this workshop. The tapestries produced are woven on the traditional horizontal
looms of the West, while at the same time the workers are taught the particularly lively and sensitive
Coptic way of weaving. (Coptic tapestry reached its height under the Hellenistic influence in Egypt).
The production of tapestries from designs by contemporary Greek painters actually started in 1964.
Since then the workshop has had great success in exhibitions abroad, for example, at the International
Exhibition in Munich in 1964, at which Yiannis Faitakis was awarded the gold medal of the Bavarian
State, at the II Biennale of the Ancient and Modern Tapestry of Lausanne and at the Exhibition
of Brussells in 1965. The tapestries exhibited were from designs by S. Vassiliou, Y. Moralis, N. Ni-
colaou, and Y. Faitakis. Many tapestries of the workshop of Vassiliki Pronia are already in pri-
vate collections in the United States and elsewhere in the world.
