Kouroussis® images vary between highly abstract representations (usually erotic) of the female anatomy and non —
represcotational themess. In both cases thz paintings are flat, two-dim=nsional, hard—edged arcas of color. Last
year in Beirut at Gallery Onc we saw examples of his erotic images. In the present exhibition we see primarily
non-representational paintings, although his treatment of color. texture, and form has not changed. His current
paintings are perhaps «purer» in the sense that they are wholly given over to the exploration of formal relationships.
