: From the soil, from the houses, from the walls and
from the doocrs, George Manousakis finds the meanings of life,
and not from any werd or movement which might lead one to
misconception. Manousakis in his silent world creates a language,
because he himself lives this language of moving honesty.
There is in his work a feeling far more real than what we cqj
truth, a feeling we experience at seeing his works which can
not be expressed by word either. There is an existence and
an action which ties us to the things and to the work, through
the most simple honest means, and through the most real, the
straightest road. Like the old artist who first believed in his
subject, he didn’t show artistic arrogance, and he used to give
his own self in that way. Manousakis gives this humble and
for that reason great feeling which doesn’t leave any room
for misunderstandings in the art of today.
