NOIR: GEORGE MAVRILAKOS (1892-1966)

George Mavrilakos was not only a pharmacist. He was, at the
same time, a sensitive caricaturist who used the pseudonym Noir.
Not content with being a scientist only, he was impelled during his
leisure hours to comment on his contemporaries, the great and
humble, the local and foreign, the famous and not so famous. This
he did through the medium of his caricatures.

In this exhibit of his works, now on display at the Hellenic
American Union, the viewer can judge for himself the artistic value
of Noir's work.

His offerings, presented at times with deforming exaggeration
and at other times with intense chromatic sensitivity, reveal the result
of his toil. The artist obviously dominated the scientist.

T knew Noir, the artist. And 1 knew George Mavrilakos, the
man and gentleman. But it was not until his death that I learned

he had also been a pharmacist.
His works, expressive in their deforming character, reveal a
uniform technique and a tmique rythm which convincingly convey
their message. Aesthetically they are sound because they reveal good
taste and great care in spacial composition, they have rythmic and

sensitive patterns, they display a sensitivity for color, and show the
artist’s unerring eye in characterizing and portraying diverse types
of individuals

The presentation of this part of Noir’s work not only gives us
an insight into his personality, but also reveals his passion to create.
And it is the Jatter quality which enabled him to make his mark

on the history of Athenian life.

George Mavrilakos — Noir, pharmacist and cari-
caturist, was born in Sparta in 1892. Since 1916 he
worked as caricaturist for many Athenian newspapers
and magazines and presented his works in many group
and one-man shows. In 1920 he published an "Album
of Caricatures’’, a collection of cartoons of a political
and social nature. Greek and foreign critics have
praised his work. Newspaper clippings are exhibited
on the special panel in this hall. Pages taken at random
from the ""Album of Caricatures’” are also displayed

on two tables.
