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NICOS NICOLAOU was born on the island of Hydra in 1909. He
graduated in 1235 from the Athens School of Fine Arts. He studied in Rome

and Paris. In 1939 he was awarded the Prince Nicholas scholarship.

He took part in the Biennale in Venice in 1936 and has also presented
his works In Czechoslovakia, Sweden, Norway, Denmark, Cairo, New York,
Ottawa, Rome, Belgrade, Paris, at the International Exhibition of San Paolo

and at Ammohostos in Cyprus,

In 1948 he had an exhibition of his own in Athens,

In Greece he has taken part in many National Exhibitions and in
exhibitions of groups, such as the « Free Artist», the « Group of Art», the
« Armos » group and several other exhibitions in Athens, Salonica and

other cities.

The Italian and Yugoslav Governments and the Art Gallery of

Ammohostos have bought some of his works.

Many of his works belong to Greek and foreign private collections.

He has decorated the big hall of the Pantios University, the new
wing of the Zoodohos Pigi Church in Athens, the Tourist Pavillion in
Mycence, the Club of Heraclion in Crete, the Tourist Hotel in Sparta and
