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Instead of the traditional text whereby artists are
introduced to the public, we give excerpts from
a letter Kostas Paniaras sent to us irom Paris.

«NEW FORMS»

« ...... Words such us <«tradition», savant—gardec», soriginality» and others,
formerly widely used when one was talking about art, have lately been substituted by words

like «space», «sunivers», sgenesis» and the like, so common in use nowadays that [ bhelieve

they create a situation misleading and harmiul both to art and art—lover.

Painting, whether concrete, abstract or I don’t know what, never changes. It
would serve really no purpose if people were to occupy themselves with this so misunderstood

and what is more, overdiscussced topic.

However painting has always heen representative, since one way or another it
does represent something, be it the artist’s inner state or even what the public has an eye
for and alwavs finds= in a so termed smodern» picture. Some find flowers, others find animals
and there are still others who imagine they discover various queer and odd objects. .. But

what really counts, I think, is the esthetic result, the final message a work of art carrices,

The means of expression are limited and any of them can be used, with no fear
of creating monotony. All poets use the same words, such as love, life, death, all taken
from the same word=list ... Ravenna and Daphni mosaics were all cut square ... As for
myself, I merely endeavor, drop by drop. to spread some more pages of the so old tale of

painting, on my canvas....»
