YANNIS PAPPAS

Born in Constantinople in 1913, he studied and worked
in Athens, Paris, and Egypt. He established a firm repu-
tation both in sculpting and in painting.

In 1853, he became professor at the School of Fine Arts
ofwhich he subsequently became director from 1953-1969,

In 1972 the French Academy elected him as Correspon-
ding Member. Of his many busts and statues that are
found throughout Greece, the outstanding are of Elefthe-
rios Venizelos in Athens, Adamantios Corais in Chios, Ba-
ron Toslitsa at Metsovo, Petros Protopappadakis in Naxos,

Loukis Acritas in Cyprus, and Nicolaos Plastiras in Kar-
ditsa.
