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FOREWORD

Though the female temperament has always been a fruitful field for the plastic arts and
has provided concrete examples as with Suzanne Valadon or Berthe Morisot, of high creative
gifts, it has never assumed the collective, organized form it has today. Varied spheres of
activity, serious and progressive work, studied and careful execution coupled with inspiration,
honesty and in most cases lack of affectation have shown how truly Greek women are con-
quering the difficult field of the plastic arts.

In the exhibition of the Association of Greek Women Artists we welcome one of the most
serious demonstrations of women’s painting and sculpture in Greece. While noting with satis-
faction that each of the artists taking part in this excellent show discloses a well developed
gift in her field. we must emphasize the completeness of the group effort.

Here we have an original, dewy reconstruction of the archaic world, there the fine
serenity which stems from the sensitive use of light. In one we see an attempt to enter the very
soul of an object by strict distillation of its form, while in another there is religious exaltation,
mature elevation or the projection of the forms of some place inwardly sensed. But alongside
these we find a most varied analysis of the objective world, either by means of a forceful
rendering of landscape marked by its immediacy or by that of an architectural conception
which does not lack colour though this is chiefly expressed in subdued tons. Again we may find
a decorator’s taste emerging in the naivety of folk art or derived from some play of the imagi-
nation, full of charm.

There are some works, a limited number of them, not of representational painting which
strike us particularly through their rich harmony and organic structure. Oil, watercolor,
tempera, design and woodcut are all represented by robust or delicate examples of good
workmanship.

Sculpture which is slightly lacking in quantity, owing to many of the best-known sculp-
turesses not having had time to prepare exhibits, is notable for the dynamism both of design
and form. Here we have examples of the intensity with which the contemporary Greek woman
lives and of the passion with which she endeavours to mould the forms her imagination has
conjured up.

It is indeed this intensity and disposition to straightforward work which persuades us
that the Greek woman's contribution to the field of plastic art cannot but be ever more

considerable.

ASSOCIATION OF GREEK WOMEN ARTISTS

The Association of Greek Women Artists was founded in 1954 by a group of
distinguished artists and active members of the arts section of the Women’s Society of
Arts and Letters, which had accomplished a great deal before the War.

Its aim is to spread the arts to a wider public and encourage artistic activities in
the provinces, at the same time keeping in touch with corresponding bodies abroad and
promoting Greek art beyond the frontiers of the country.

In particular, the Association of Greek Women Artists has shown a lively interest
in organizing artistic exhibitions both in Greece and abroad.

It exhibited in 1956 in Cairo, in 1957 in Athens, in 1958 both in Athens and
New York, in 1960 at Hilversum (Holland) and Rome, in 1961 at Thessaloniki and
Volos and in 1962 in Paris.

These exhibitions have resulted in Greek women artists becoming internationally
recognized. Many have won awards and favourable notices, foreign critics having on the
whole been flattering to their work.
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
