Nicolaos Gyzis
(1842 - 1901)

Nicolaos Gyzis was born in the village Sclavohori of the island
Tenos on March 1, 1842, In 1850 he started studying painting at the
School of Fine Arts in Athens. His professors were Georgios (1814-
1884) and Philippos Margaritis (1810-1892), A. Triantafyllou and Lud-
wig Thiersch (1825-1908). In 1856 he was awarded a scholarship by
the Evangelistria of Tenos Foundation and left for Munich. There,
he was accepted at the Akademie der bildenden Kinste and had
Piloty as professor.

In 1872-73 together with Nikiphoros Lytras, he travelled to
Greece and Asia Minor. When he returned to Munich, he had with
him many drawings which he developed to big compositions later
on (The Children's Engagement, The First Confession, The Secret
School).

After the works whose subjects were the life and history of his
country or the even ealier ones with scenes from the every-day life
according to the German academic painting, he turned to symbolic,
idealistic subjects (Art and her Spirits 1876-79), with which he oc-
cupied himself all his life although he did not give up his old subjects.

In 1868 he visited the International Exhibition of Paris and in
1881 he went to Tyrol. There, influenced by his Austrian colleague
Franz Defregger, he drew interiors of local houses.
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In 1880 he was elected member of the Akademie der bildenden
Kinste and in 1882 he was appointed professor there. At that time
Gyzis painted portraits, still lives and flowers. However, after 1886
(Spring Symphony) the painter painted only idealistic compositions
with allegoric figures and symbolisms (The Apotheosis of Bavaria,
Prize for the Olympic Games. Science etc.).

In the last years of his life, Nicolaos Gyzis, exhausted after a
long iliness and obsessed by the idea of death, painted religious
visions finding thus comfort to his metaphysical torments (“Ecce
Sponsus’). He died on January 4, 1901 at the age of 59,

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Nikiphoros Lytras
(1832 - 1904)

Mikiphoros Lytras was born in the village Pyrgos of Tenos in
1832 of a father who was a self-taught sculptor. He started studying
painting at the School of Fine Arts in Athens in 1850. His teachers
were R. Cecccoli, Ludwig Thiersch and the brothers Georgios and
Philippos Margaritis. In 1860, through Thiersch’'s intercession to king
Otto, he obtained a government scholarship which enabled him to
attend the Akademie der bildenden Kinste in Munich with Karl Piloty
(1826-1886) as professor.

In 1886 he returned to Greece and was appointed professor of
painting at the School of Fine Arts. There he abolished the old system
of copying the works of Italian painters and introduced the naturalis-
tic painting. Lytras held this position until the end of his life. So many
modern Greek painters were students of his that he is considered
the “father of modern Greek art.” He mostly painted portraits and
scenes from the every-day life, inspired by the Greek reality, with
simple means and in a characteristically lyric atmosphere (The
Carols).

Lytras’ colours show a transition from the warm colours of Pi-
loty's school (Mude) to the light ones of the country (Incense at the
Grave, Awaiting). His portraits are free of convention and the figures

are rendered with free outlines and dark and light colours brushed
the one next to the other so that plasticity is created and the volume
is defined.

Nikiphoros Lytras died of poisoning caused by the vapours of
paints on June 14, 1904 leaving behind him a great work both as a
teacher and as a painter.

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Konstantinos Volanakis
(1837 - 1907)

Konstantinos Volanakis was born in Herakleion, Crete in 1837.
He had his first lessons in painting in his home-town but he started
working as an accountant for Afentoulis company in Trieste, who
later sent him to Munich to study painting at the Akademie der
bildenden Kunste under Karl Piloty.

After the end of his studies, Volanakis stayed in the Bavarian
capital painting landscapes and marine paintings. He was awarded
the first prize at the competition proc¢laimed by the emperor Franz
Josef Il for the execution of a painting whose subject was the sea-
battle of Lissa. Then, following the Austrian navy, he travelled along
the Dalmatic coastlines and the Hadriatic Sea in order to get ac-
quainted with the place where the sea-battle had taken place. At
the same time he was able to study the sea and the sailing ships
of that time.

The “Sea-battle of Lissa"” was followed by other works with
the same subject, as the “Sailing of Ares”, the “Burning of the
Turkish Flaghsip”, the “Sea-battle of Trafalgar” etc. He also paint-
ed many landscapes of the Dalmatic coasls, which show his pre-
impressionistic perception of the rendering of light and colour.
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He returned to Greece in 1884 and painted only the sea of his
country with its sea-shores, its harbours, its boats and ships and
both the dock-workers and the calm, carefree strollers. The abun-
dance and the quality of his work have given him the first place
among the modern Gréeek marine painters. Volanakis died in Pirasus
on June 30, 1907,

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Georgios lacovidis
(1853 - 1932)

Georgios lacovidis was born in the village Chydera of Lesvos
on January 11, 1853. For six years (1870-1876) he attended the
School of Fine Arts in Athens. His teachers were Nikiphoros Lytras
in painting and Leonidas Drosis (1843-1884) in sculpture. With a
scholarship of the Greek government, he completed his studies at
the Akademie der bildenden Kiinste in Munich (1878-1883) with L.
Lofftz (1845-1910) and Gabriel Max (1840-1915) as professors. After
the end of his studies he started his artistic career in the Bavarian
capital and soon occupied an eminent position among the contem-
porary German painters,

In 1884 he became ordinary member of the artistic organization
“Miinchener Kiinstlergenossenschaft” and member of the jury of
award of its exhibitions. In 1900 he came to Greece in order to or-
ganize the National Pinacothek and in 1904 after Nikiphoros Lytras’
death, he became professor of painting at the School of Fine Arts,
a position which he held until 1930. He exerted a strong influence
on his students, always remaining loyal to the principles of the
Munich Academy.

As a professor of the School of Fine Arts, G. lacovidis opposed
the new impressionistic tendencies of the painters who had studied
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in France. Mevertheless, he was deeply influenced by them as far
as the rendering of light and colour were concerned (The Children's
Concert), although he always tried to stay within the limits of freedom
given by the Munich Academy.

He drew inspiration for his subjects from scenes from the every-
day life, where the child in his surroundings dominated (The First
Steps, The Shower, The Naughty Grandson) according to the tradi-
tion of the Bavarian School. In addition, many portraits, still lives,
landscapes and flowers belong to the abundant production of his
last fifty years. He died on December 13, 1932,
