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TO THE VISITOR

Much could be said about the rights which the art of photography
has earned for itself, and especially about the greatest right of all—to
be numbered among the creative arts. Although this claim is no longer
seriously challenged, there are still some who doubt whether a photo-
graph can ever be compared with the fruit of the personal craftmanship
of a sensitive «and talented artist. Yet even they are obliged to admit
that photography is not a mere mechanical product, the result of tech-
nical improvements and innovations. Time was when the lens was
master ; today the lens is the servant, obedient, flexible and versatile ;
it sees with the eyes of the craftsman behind it; paints its subjects—
persons, objects, landscapes - with the colors and nuances and moods
desired by him who wields it; projects, isolates, and tints; it catches
not only a picture but an impression, or a suggestion, or an ideal.

With today’s exhibition of the Hellenic Photographic Society,
photography puts forward in its own behalf still another argument—
perhaps the most invincible of all—and gains for itself still another
indisputable right. The argument and the right—both are immediately
obvious to the visitor who glances around the walls. The subject of
the display is very close to our heart; over and above this emotion-
al context, it is a subject which perforce demands the very best of
men and lenses alike: The projection of the Greek element which per-
vades the island of Cyprus, which gives the island her dimension,
her color, her character; the element which is Cyprus itself—her life,
her people, her legends and her folkways.

Looking at the display, one is warmed by a spectacle so come-
ly, so luminously Greek. And one is impressed with the pro-
gress of the art of photography and the service of which the art is
capable.
